Whenever we call the parish center, 
the voice that answers is so wann 
and friendly that we are immedi­
ately reassured that our problem 
can be handled by the competent 
staff at St. Patrick's. New parishio­
ners might like to connect that 
voice with a face and a name. On 
most afternoons, the voice belongs 
to Leslie Risatti, our part-time 
parish secretary since 1985, full­
time since 1987. 
Leslie and her husband, Jim, have 

two daughters, Carrie, 17, a senior 
at Urbana High, and Gabriella, 13, 
an eighth-grader at Holy Cross. 
Leslie finds her job very interesting 
because she never knows what the 
day will bring in the form of new 
people to meet and help or new 
needs that may emerge. 

That fine baritone voice, often 
heard from high in the choir loft 
leading us in song and psalms, 
belongs to John Pescitelli, parish 
Music Director since September 
1988.

Looking back on these past four 

years as pastor of St. Patrick's, 
Father is pleased with the spirit of 
renewal in our parish and with the 
generous sacrifices so many have 
made, whether in volunteering 
their time and abilities or in making 
donations. In the future, Father and 
the Parish Council will be fine­
tuning a plan for parish develop­
ment that will encourage greater 
participation in the Sacrificial 
Giving program and in all our 
ministries. Father is particularly 
concerned that we maintain enough 
volunteers to continue sending 
eucharistic ministers lo Carle, to 
nursing homes, and to the 
homebound. 
When Father Remm celebrated the 

30th anniversary of his ordination 
in May, parishioners presented him 
with a trip to the Holy Land. Father 
is looking into two possibilities: one 
organized by the Biblical Institute 
at Mundelein and one sponsored by 
the Catholic Theological Union, 
Chicago, led by Biblical scholar 
Rev. Carroll Stuhlmueller.

In 
serving here, she has the advantage 
of going home each night to her 
own community to receive their 
support and ministry. 
Sister grew up in a family of five

Her father and one 
brother are deceased, and her sister 
lives in Tennessee. She visits her 
mother and two brothers in the 
Chicago area as often as possible. 

"I feel blest to be able to work with 
two priests who love, and are 
dedicated to, their priesthood. My 
dream is to be with and for people 
in all the daily experiences the 
Father offers in their journey of life 
toward Him.'' 

Back at the parish center, one of 
the new faces belongs to Coleen 
Golema, parish Business Opera­
tions Assistant since January 1990. 
Coleen moved to Urbana from the 
southwest suburbs of Chicago 
seven years ago, and she has been 
active in Toastmasters here ever 
since. She is Secretary-Treasurer of 
McKinley Toastmasters, and she 
won the area "Humorous Speech" 
contest in September. Coleen finds 
St. Patrick's a nice place to work 
that offers as well the opportunity 
to develop computer skills.

place in the RENEW program 
where they can feel at home sharing 
their faith and/ or talents. 

St. Patrick's is fortunate to have a 
scholar like Carolyn McElrath, with i

Director of Religious Education. 
Carolyn supervises the coordina­
tors for religious education, ROA, 
family life, and parish library, 
meeting with most of them weekly 
to recruit assistants, plan training 
ses.sions, brainstorm, and provide 
support for and evaluation of their 
programs.

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"I will gi.ve you an angel to watch aver you ... "

In the upper story of the old farm­
house where I grew up was a room that 
we called the junk room. It was where 
we kept all the items that were no 
longer used. On the far wall of the 
room a picture was hanging over a hole 
in the plaster. If you were adventurous 
enough to make your way around the 
heaps of old clothes, magazines, and 
butter churns, you would have found a 
picture of two children playing blissful­
ly in a scenic field with their guardian 
angels hovering over them. The loca­
tion of this picture was symbolic; in this 
modern age, guardian angels are con­
sidered ancient myths or, at best, are 
kept in the •junk rooms" of our daily 
lives. When they do come to mind, we 
tend to think of them as protectors of 
children. 
Traditions of the Church and Judaism 

paint a much different picture. The 
greatness of God is not confined to the 
creation of humankind and the 
material world. God created countless 
angels, spirits that take on human form 
when delivering messages to humans. 
(The word •angel• comes from the 

Greek word for messenger; they act as 
messengers between God and his 
people.) 
Angels are powerful, intelligent, and 

knowledgeable. St. Thomas Aquinas 
taught that angels know everything 
about the natural order and much 
about the supernatural order. As spirits 
they are free from the infirmities that 
plague humans. Their brightness and 
beauty surpass anything on earth.

According to tradition, there are nine 

choirs of angels. Seraphim rank the 
highest, followed by Cherubim, 
Thrones, Dominations, V1rtues, 
Powers, Principalities, Archangels, and 
Angels. Archangels are given the more 
important missions to humans. Angels 
are the ordinary messengers to hu• 
mans; guardian angels are chosen from 
their ranks. 
It is believed that God has assigned a 

guardian angel to watch over each one 
of us, to ward off dangers to both body 
and soul and to assist us on our earthly 
journey. They are to enlighten us, 
defend us, and guide us so that we will 
one day join them in God's presence. 
Many of the saints called upon their 
guardian angels regularly for assistance 
in time of trial. 
On September 29, the Church honors 

archangels Michael, Gabriel, and 
Raphael. Let's take this occasion to 
reflect on the angels, on their interac­
tion with us, and on this evidence of the 
loving care showered on us by the 
Creator of all.
